There are following methods of work used: unassisted work, pair work, team work using activating methods according to students’ language abilities, (projects, learning through teaching others, learning through tasks, discussions, simulations, role playing, language games, quizzes, grammatical and lexical puzzles); using written texts and audio-visual materials.

The subject area of classes comprises of vocabulary, grammatical and lexical constructions necessary to accomplish below mentioned topics:

1. Self-presentation; ways of introducing oneself, one’s activities/occupation, interests, a description of the family.

2. History of tourism and trends in its development.

3. Tourist attractions in Russia and in the world (places and monuments). Description of attractions and the language associated with recommendations.

4. Tourist attractions (events and festivals); description of the events, expressing preferences.

5. Taking reservations; expressing suggestions and providing information; expressing commitment and consent; the use of the telephone language.

6. Travelling by different means of transport; procedures at train stations and airports; announcements at train stations and airports.

7. Types of trips and holidays related to the characteristics of people travelling for a variety of purposes.

8. The tourist industry – various types of professions related to tourism and recreation. Describing job duties.

9. Tour guiding: referral, guidance, describing; the use of the passive voice, visiting different places.

10. Tourist information; answering questions at tourist information desk; giving advice and suggestions; preparing information leaflets and posters.

11. Selling holidays; organizing short trips; special interests holidays; creating a promotional website.

12.  Running a hotel, reservation systems; polite expressions; writing formal letters; practical application of conditional modes.

13. Travel agencies; negotiation techniques, negotiations between a tour operator and a travel agent.

14. Creating a CV and a cover letter.
