3. Tourism in an era of globalization. World tourism services sector. Economic importance of tourism in the development of the world economy and macro, meso and micro regions of Europe and Poland.

5. Basic, selected concepts of tourism development - sustainable tourism concepts; tourist region; tourist landscape.

6. Tourism development and conflicts. Concept of tourist space; tourist absorbency; limits of permissible changes; cycle of the evolution of tourist destinations.

7. Principles of spatial management and use of natural and anthropogenic resources for tourism and recreation.

8. Strategies for sustainable development. Programming the sustainable development of tourism and recreation on a local scale. Local development and lower economic attractiveness in tourism.

9. Plans for the development of businesses, areas and tourism-leisure products. Planning of marketing campaigns in tourism. Seasonal tourism activities in planning.

10. Local spatial planning as a tool for the protection and shaping of environments. Integrated planning in tourism and recreation.

11. Planning and implementing tourism development programs with the principle of sustainable development. Study of spatial development conditions of the municipality.
